Study Questions  -  I Pe. 1:1-2

1 Peter 1:1-2 -  Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, To God's elect, strangers in the world, scattered throughout Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia and Bithynia, 2 who have been chosen according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through the sanctifying work of the Spirit, for obedience to Jesus Christ and sprinkling by his blood: Grace and peace be yours in abundance. NIV

How are the recipients of this letter described? 


You have been charged with addressing Christians in a foreign country that are enduring


harsh persecution.  What would you focus on to encourage them?


What makes us “strange”?

Knowing their circumstances, why does Peter focus on their spiritual position and identity?

How were we chosen?

Define God's “foreknowledge”.

What roles do we see each One of the Trinity play in our salvation?

How does knowing that we are God’s elect affect how we live? 

Additional Study:

While trying to comprehend the concept of God's election and predestination can be mind boggling, these truth's are meant to bring us as Christians great comfort and encouragement, and result in praise and glory to God our Father and His Son Jesus Christ.
